OB Pier Design Fly Through 

The City of San Diego unveils refined design for   
Ocean Beach Pier! 

 

San Diego officials unveiled details of amenities they hope to include on a new Ocean Beach 
Pier. The City hopes to put out bids by late 2026 and begin construction by early 2028. A full 
timeline is available on the project’s website at OBPierRenewal.com. City officials said this 
timeline could change, as it is dependent upon acquiring permits and funding. The renewal 
project has been fully funded by an $8.4  million grant from the state thus far. City staff said 
they are seeking to secure funding to continue the projects, which will include other state 
and federal grants, plus researching public-private partnership opportunities. The OBMA is 
looking forward to the next step which is the environmental impact report being completed.

Public Right of Way Permits  
 

Public Right of Way Enhancement/Use Program (PROW) 

The requirement of a PROW is now necessary after three-year non enforcement period due 
to COVID. Signage can only be in front of your business establishment and cannot be in front 
of a neighboring business or on the corner of an intersection.  

What Is The PROW? 

The PROW is a program that allows merchants more leeway and enlivens the pedestrian ex-
perience in our district by allowing merchants to use the sidewalks in front of their businesses 
for outdoor displays of merchandise, placement of A-frame signs, and outdoor cafés without 
railings without getting cited by the City’s Code Compliance department.   

Why Do We Need The PROW? 

Signs, including A-frames, portables, and temporaries, are not permitted within the public 
right of way – except under the PROW Program. In other words, without this program busi-
nesses would not be allowed to place anything on the sidewalks. That is why your compliance 
is necessary for Ocean Beach businesses to continue to participate in this program.  It is im-
portant to note that this does not give merchants a carte blanche to overtake their sidewalk. 
There are regulations which must be strictly enforced for this program to succeed. The good 
part about this is that the City is not involved in licensing merchants to use the sidewalk and 
charging costly fees. Before this program, outdoor dining required a permit and the place-
ment of a metal barricade to separate tables and chairs from the sidewalk. The permits and 
the railings were costly. Thus, Merchants were effectively prohibited from placing chairs and 
tables outside their businesses. Also prohibited were the placement of signs on the sidewalk 
and display of goods and products outside their businesses. 

Who Administers The PROW? 

The City of San Diego PROW program is administered by the Ocean Beach MainStreet Associ-
ation for a modest fee ($78 per year) and is enforced by the City's Code Compliance Depart-
ment. An annual permit is issued for display.  Contract Tracy Wagner at the OBMA office with 
any questions or concerns • (619) 224-4906 or Tracy@OceanBeachSanDiego.com.
